C.S. Lewis said "Christianity, if false, 

is of no importance, and if true, of 

infinite importance.  The one thing it 

cannot be is moderately important."  

That is a powerful statement. Here  

is something else that is very im-

portant; it is not your decision to 

make whether Christianity is false or 

true.  It either is true, or it is not,  

regardless of what you or I think. 

You are receiving this newsletter not 

long after "Resurrection Sunday".  If 

Jesus is still dead, and has been for 

about 2000 years, then Christianity 

is false.  It's just another religion 

with no more truth than any other.  1 

Corinthians 15:14-20 says that if 

Christ is not risen, our preaching is 

vain, and your faith is also vain.  If 

Jesus didn't rise from the dead, we 

are false witnesses because we tes-

tified that God raised Him up.  If He 

is not alive today, our faith is vain 

(as Paul says again) and we are still 

in our sins, and all our loved ones 

and friends who have passed away 

are perished forever.  We will never 

see them again. Note the 19th and 

20th verses,  

"If in this life only we have hope in 

Christ, we are of all men most misera-

ble.  But, now is Christ risen from the 

dead, and become the firstfruits of 

them that slept." 

 

 

Romans 1:4 declares that Jesus was 

declared to be the Son of God with 

power BY THE RESURRECTION 

FROM THE DEAD.  So, we could pro-

claim that they killed Jesus because 

He claimed to be the Son of God, but 

God raised Him from the dead be-

cause He is the Son of God.  That 

proved it.  That proves the Bible.  

That proves the truth of everything 

Jesus taught.  If He didn't rise from 

the dead, He is not a good teacher 

because He taught some preposter-

ous things if He was just an ordinary 

fellow.  He said He was the Good 

Shepherd that gave His life for the 

sheep. He said He was the way, the 

truth, and the life and that no one 

comes to the Father except by Him.  

He said He was the door for the 

sheep, that He was the Resurrection 

and life, and that His words would 

judge us in the future.  Teaching 

those kind of things is not the ear-

marks of a "good" teacher, unless 

you are truly the Son of God. 

Think about this.  Some people be-

lieve all religions are okay.  We are 

all “headed for the same place”, or 

“your religion’s as good as mine, they 

say.  However, as Adrian Rogers 

said, “I wouldn’t trust a God who 

would let His son die on a cross in 

agony and blood when there was 

some other way, and if you’re not 

saved by the shed blood of Jesus, 

you will not be saved.”  WELL SAID, 

Pastor Rogers.
