Assist in the completion of monthly progress notes for each resident.
Coordinate daily needs for residents with the Lead LNA on their shift.
Passes medications as necessary
Documents in resident charts as needed for all care changes or needs.
Communication with MD offices, families, and other staff as changes occur.
Assist in the training of assisted living staff and participate in orientation of new
staff.
e Assist with ensuring compliance with all applicable regulations and standards set
forth by the State in which the Community operates.
